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(1)	In the United States, the national average life expectancy is 78.7 years.
In neighborhoods that are over 50% black, it is 74.6 years.
“. . . the difference in life expectancy between a Black-majority neighborhood and its surrounding metro area can be as high as nine years.” (Perry, Romer, and Barr)

(2)	Blacks are 13.4% of the population. (2020 census) (“Quick Facts”)
Blacks are 22.1% of COVID-19 deaths. (CDC)

(3)	Poverty rates are 7% in segregated white neighborhoods.
Poverty rates are 21% in segregated non-white neighborhoods.

What is the principal cause of the disparities in all three of these cases? The main reason is social determinants of health.
“83 percent of neighborhoods that were given poor ratings (or ‘redlined’) in the 1930s by a federal mortgage policy were as of 2010 highly segregated communities of color.” (UC-Berkeley’s Othering & Belonging Institute)
Other “racial injustices have occurred through place-based discrimination: disproportionate exposure to pollution and hazardous waste, harmful zoning practices, and post-disaster displacement, to name a few.”

(By the way: “American Indians make up about 1.5% of the population, according to the 2020 census . . . There are 3.7 million who “identify solely as Native American or Alaskan Native” . . . But more than half of that population lives in urban areas, and at least three out of eight of all American Indians live below the poverty line.” [Pattison])
