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Sheol is a place of dust. Gen 3:19, “to dust you shall return.” Job 17:16, “Will it [hope] go down to the bars of Sheol? Shall we descend together into the dust?”

Job 7:9-10, “As the cloud fades and vanishes, so those who go down to Sheol do not come up; 10 they return no more to their houses, nor do their places know them any more.”

Job 17:11-16, “My days are past; my plans are broken off, the desires of my heart. 12 They make night into day;  ‘The light,’ they say, ‘is near to the darkness.’ 13 If I look for Sheol as my house, if I spread my couch in darkness, 14 if I say to the Pit, ‘You are my father,’ and to the worm, ‘My mother’ or ‘My sister,’ 15 where then is my hope? Who will see my hope? 16 Will it go down to the bars of Sheol? Shall we descend together into the dust?”

Job 18:18-19, “They are thrust from light into darkness and driven out of the world. 19 They have no offspring or descendant among their people and no survivor where they used to live.”

Ps 18:4-5, “The cords of death encompassed me; the torrents of perdition assailed me; 5 the cords of Sheol entangled me; the snares of death confronted me.”

Ps 88:3-7, “For my soul is full of troubles, and my life draws near to Sheol. 4 I am counted among those who go down to the Pit; I am like those who have no help, 5 like those forsaken among the dead, like the slain that lie in the grave, like those whom you remember no more, for they are cut off from your hand. 6 You have put me in the depths of the Pit, in the regions dark and deep. 7 Your wrath lies heavy upon me, and you overwhelm me with all your waves.”

Ps 88:10-12, “Do you work wonders for the dead? Do the shades rise up to praise you? 11 Is your steadfast love declared in the grave or your faithfulness in Abaddon [אֲבַדּוֹן, Destruction, Doom]? 12 Are your wonders known in the darkness or your saving help in the land of forgetfulness?

Ps 94:17, “If the LORD had not been my help, my soul would soon have lived in the land of silence.”

Ps 115:17, “The dead do not praise the LORD, nor do any who go down into silence.”

Jonah 2:6, “I went down to the land whose bars closed upon me forever; yet you brought up my life from the Pit, O LORD my God.”

Lam 3:6, “he [God] has made me sit in darkness like the dead of long ago.”
